Two years later he directed the 
film VINCENT WANTS TO SEA. The drama was highly successful with audiences and won 
many awards, including the Audience Prize at the Bavarian Film Awards in 2010 and Golden 
Lola for Best Film at the German Film Awards. For his work, he was awarded the first-ever 
Metropolis Prize from the German Federal Association of Directors in 2011.
